Subject: Production for month of March

1. In going over the report of production during
the month of March, a copy of which has been sent
you, I note with particular satisfaction tbe
excellent showing made by the operation of Vanvey.
Considering the length of log haul at this ope­
ration, and the difficulties in keeping the mill
stocked with logs, the production for the month
has been of great credit to the officers and
soldiers at that pOint. You will note that the
Vanvey mill with, I presume, same addi t ional
product from the small French mill has a record
for production which is second only in the forestry
section to the Bellvue mill near Pontenx, where
the operating conditions are much more favorable.
I will be glad to have you convey to the Commanding
Officer at Vanvey and to his troops the appreciation
of General Patrick and the officers at Central
Headquarters of the Forestry Section of the excel­
lent work which they have done, and the striking
improvement which has been made over the former
production in this operation.
