Except in modern times as trees grew smaller and
machines grew bigger, a whole tree was usually too
bulky for transport. Trunks were “bucked” into more
portable logs. Saw technology for bucking has varied
with time and place; a two-man crosscut in South
Carolina, a two-man power saw in the West drawing
electricity from a tractor, and a gasoline-powered
portable circular saw in Georgia.
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
